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Main Point 
 
The secret to the godly life is waiting on the Lord. 
 
 
Points 
 
* To wait on God is to be secure in His sovereignty (1-5) 
* To wait on God is to be secure in His unfailing love, mercy and grace  (6-10) 
* To wait on the Lord is to listen to God and do what he tells me (11-15) 
 
 
Application 
 
1.  Re-read Psalm 25 
 
2.  Psalm 25 illustrates how David has learned the secret of waiting on the Lord. What does 
it mean to wait on the Lord in Psalm 25? In your own words, what would you describe 
‘waiting’ on the Lord to be? 
 
3.  David is persecuted by his enemies (vs. 3, 19), yet remains secure in God’s sovereignty. 
What Scriptures do you return to and pray through to rest in God’s sovereignty when 
troubles come?  
  
4.  David is secure in God’s unfailing love, mercy and grace. What Scriptures do you return 
to and pray through that remind you of God’s unfailing love, mercy and grace in your life? 
  
5.  David waits upon the Lord for guidance and is resolved to wait until the Lord makes 
clear his ‘paths’. What is an area or issue where you are ‘waiting on the Lord’, needing His 
guidance and strength before you move forward?   
 
6.  David is confident that the Lord is near him, as a friend, and will deliver him from his 
enemies (vs. 14-15). How is the Lord’s friendship with you, because of what the gospel has 
done, strengthening your confidence in the Lord’s plan and direction in your life?    
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
